The application documents include an “Application for Courses
Exemption”(download :  http://gs.xmu.edu.cn/ch/index/show/id/4483.html)form
completed by the applicant and any supporting documents. Being
approved by the applicant’s enrolled school/institute, which means
getting the administrative director’s signature on the application form, the
applicant should then submit the application form and supporting
documents (original and duplicated copies), e.g., transcripts and

certificates to Graduate School for a final review.
